The facility 
for registering births and 
deaths has also been 
greatly improved, having 
a separate entrance and 
waiting room from the 
marriage and historic 
certificate enquiries.

Since moving from 
the Council Offices at 
South End, the number 
of marriage ceremonies 
has increased steadily. 
However, the Registrars 
are finding that not 
everyone is aware that 
the Register Office is now 

situated at the former 
Magistrates Court at 
Station Road and that 
such a good marriage 
facility now exists in 
Wigton.

The marriage room 
can seat over 50 people 
and has been totally 
refurbished to provide 
the perfect backdrop for 
that special day. The 
facility to play CDs is 
available, so couples can 
have their favourite piece 
of music to personalise 
their ceremony. The 
spaciousness of the 
marriage room makes 
it ideal for taking 
photographs of the bridal 
party, so there are no 
worries about the weather 
spoiling these precious 
reminders. 

The office has parking 
on site and has disabled 
access and facilities, with 
all the rooms being on one 
level. The Solway area can 
now boast of having one 
of the best marriage rooms 
in the county and anyone 
contemplating marriage 
would be wise to check 
out the Register Office as 
a first step.
