Quayside cargo 
operations at Associated 
British Ports’ (ABP) Port 
of Silloth have been given 
a considerale boost after 
DA Harrison, the port’s 
licensed stevedores, 
invested in a new 80-
tonne Sumitomo mobile 
crane for use at the port. 
The £250,000 crane is 
adaptale for safe and 
efficient handling of grab 
cargoes and bag or bale 
cargoes, and is expected 
to increase throughput at 
the port.
